Then you 

visit Catacomb of Kom Al – Shuqafa; which is a blend of the Pharonic 

and the Roman art. After that you proceed with the visit of the forte of 

Qait bay from outside; the forte is built on the northern tip of the eastern 

port, and it houses the naval museum which revives the marine heritage 

of Alexandria. You end your trip by visiting the Montaza Garden where 

you can see the Montaza palace; the summer residence of the former 

Royal family then back to Cairo.
